TOTAL LUNAR ECLIPSE  
Dear Parents 
Year 4/5 have been learning about the planets of our 
solar system this term.  Part of this unit covers the 
natural phenomenon of solar and lunar eclipse.  Quite 
fortuitously, a total lunar eclipse is occurring on the 
evening of Tuesday 28th August.  There are some 
great websites to Google – just type ‘Lunar Eclipse 
August 28th’.  www.iceinspace.com.au will give you 
the Australian details.  Probably lots of other children 
will be interested in this event as well.   
A Total Lunar Eclipse is when Moon passes 
completely into the Earth’s umbral shadow, described 
as “Totality”.  Total Lunar Eclipse account for the 
other 35% of all lunar eclipse.  These are the most 
spectacular type of Lunar Eclipse, as during totality 
the moon can take on a range of striking colours.  
Scattered sunlight passes deep through the Earth’s 
atmosphere which filters out most of the blue light.  
The remaining light renders the Moon in shades of 
red, orange, yellow and brown – depending on the 
amount of dust and volcanic ash in the Earth’s 
atmosphere. 
When and Where Can I see it? 
The total Lunar Eclipse on August 28th will be visible 
in its entirety for all of Eastern Australia and New 
Zealand, and will be in progress at Moonrise for the 
remainder of Australia and most of Asia.  It will be 
visible at Moonset for the Americas, and will not be 
visible at all for Africa, Europe and Western Asia.
