Twenty years ago 3 book called “A Fortunate Life” was published in Australia and quickly sold over half 3
million copies. Its author, Albert Facey, was 87 years old. The back cover of the book gave this insight as to the
nature of its contents.

“This is the amazing life of an extraordinary man who lived with simple honesty, compassion and courage. A
parentless boy who started work at eight on the rough West Australian Frontier, he struggled as an itinerant
rural worker, survived the gore of Gallipoli, the loss of his farm in the Depression, the death of his son in World
War 2 and that of his beloved wife after 60 devoted years — yet felt that his life was fortunate.

Perhaps the stand-out words in the summary are “...honesty, compassion and courage” because these are the
qualities that come from within and so best described the type of person he was. Like Albert Facey, we are the
sum total of our choices. The “fortune” in our life will nearly always depend on how we deal with the small
things of each day and the occasional big event that will inevitably cross our path. Many a time our personal
courage will be tested whether it will be in a circumstance of fear or plodding along when we feel like giving in
or when we are in 3 situation ofuncertam’cy, even dander, and stand firm.

Holy Spirit, at baptism | received your gift of courage to assist me in the events of my daily life. Remind me to call
upon this gift when | am confronting difficulties which make me feel inadequate. Remind me to encourage my
children that they too have this gift to help them in their lives. Amen
