So how do we as parents assist our children to discover their “unique
beauty’”?  Building strong self-esteem is an excellent starting point. Having rules of behaviour and|
achievement expectations that are realistic, and that set children up for success and not failure, are essential and|
of course keeping a spiritual dimension to our guidance.
